receive the 75% tuition waiver from Alma College during the first year of study.

regulations referred to in the Acceptance Form.

v" Comply with all the academic guidelines and admission requirements requested by Alma and submit to the

updates of these guidelines and requirements made by the academic authorities at Alma.

v' Comply with the provisions indicated in the "Financial responsibilities of awardees.”

v" This Scholarship is subject to the compliance of the Scholarship Recipient with all academic requirements of
the Program of Study established by the College and all other obligations set forth in the Scholarship

Acceptance Form.

v The scholarship can be declined by the scholarship recipient before the start date of the program without
financial penalties. However, if the scholarship offer is declined after that date without proof of force majeure,
the OAS and Alma may require the Scholarship recipient to reimburse all funding granted to her/him with the

scholarship at the time in which the declined offer is processed.

v/ Commitment to return to work in their sponsoring country or legal residence in one of the OAS member
states, or at an international organization, for at least the length of the duration of the scholarship. Failure to
