V SCHOLARSHIP SELECTION CRITERIA:

v' The merits and overall credentials of the candidate, including his/her academic and professional
background;

v Geographical distribution of the applicants, taking into account the greater needs of the smaller and
relatively less developed economies;

v" Applicants whose essays portray the highest potential for impact upon return to their countries of
origin; and

v' Gender diversity.

The scholarship will be formally awarded only after the selected awardees have signed an OAS/ RIT

conditions.

Refrain from activities that are inconsistent with the status of an OAS Scholarship recipient, abiding
by the regulations referred to in this Acceptance Form.

Comply with all the academic guidelines and admission requirements requested by RIT and submit
to the updates of these guidelines and requirements made by the academic authorities at RIT.
Comply with the provisions indicated in the "Financial responsibilities of awardees.”

The scholarship can be declined by the awardee before the start date of the program without
financial penalties. However, if s/he declines the scholarship after that date without proof of force
majeure, the OAS may require the awardee to reimburse all funding granted to her/him with the
scholarship at the time in which the declination is processed.

Commitment to return to work in their country of origin or legal residence in one of the OAS
member states, or at an international organization, for at least the length of the duration of the
scholarship. Failure to comply with this commitment, the GS/OAS could seek reimbursement for the
total value of the scholarship awarded.
